"...Iran - the nation which had become a model for the rest of the fundamental Muslim world to emu-
late - the same country that introduced suicide bombing to the world - are now turning to Christ," said
Shah Afshar, Foursquare Regional Coordinator for the Middle East.

This phenomenon didn't take place through the efforts of foreign missionaries, Afshar said, because
after the country's Islamic revolution of the late 1970's, all foreign missionaries were expelled from
Iran.

Much of the evangelism of Muslims in Iran, Afshar said, has been done through shortwave radio and
satellite television programs by Iranians who came to know Christ while outside their own country.
Understandably, the Iranian authorities are concerned that their influence is waning. One employee of
the country's Ministry of Education, Hasan Mohammadi, hired to teach Islamic precepts to high school
and university students in the country run by Islamic clerics, encouraged his audience to "Be aware
young men; safeguard your beloved Shiite Islam.
